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Rules for the scientific contribute

In this paper you can find the main rules to obtain the acceptance of your communication at CMA4CH Meeting.

The main rule is: we need a high quality and an ethical presentation.
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Meeting languages

· English is preferred but the official language of the meeting is ........ all of the Mediterranean area;

· posters, slides, videos shows, movies, writing on blackboard, MUST BE IN ENGLISH;

· to aid the participation of young and heritage restorers you can speak in ONE of Mediterranean language but Oral presentation slides must be IN ENGLISH;

All presentations (slides/poster) must contain a long description of figures, tables, words, all IN ENGLISH, to permit the reader to understand your key-concepts.

General rules for presenter

· One of the authors MUST sign up to the meeting in order to make a presentation;

· An invitation to present a paper does NOT mean that CMA4CH will provide financial support (unfortunately);

· The CMA4CH follows a policy of peer review and merit consideration for the acceptance and the inclusion into the program. The Scientific Committee; taking into account the peer review results, will decide the acceptance of the communication and the insertion on the Conference program as oral or poster as well as the session in which it will be inserted;

· There are rules for long abstract, oral contributions and for poster realisation: please READ carefully and FOLLOW them (but be ready to accept corrections and suggestions from referees!);

· Electronic presentations are the preferred medium for the oral and poster presentations, see the technical specifications of the PC available during the Meeting;

· All long abstracts will be collected in a "proceeding book" with ISBN, the Editor needs the author’s authorisation for this;

· All long abstract will be preserved in a secure place in the Meeting web-site and will be linked (see the past Meeting and authors' contribution) only one year after the end of the Meeting to obtain maximum diffusion of the knowledge and to avoid the "dark digital age" problem. Every year a certificate for the top 3 downloaded will be sent to the winner authors;

· All presentations, oral, poster and virtual, will be collected in a Meeting CD in full text electronic form. The CD will be enclosed in the proceeding book unless you ask for confidentiality. The Book and the CD will be available, on request, for any scientist after the Meeting closure.

Please contact as soon as possible (ASAP) the Organising Committee if you have questions about your presentation

Conflict of interest, ethical guideline

The CMA4CH leads all authors to abide the principles of ethical research as a prerequisite to participate in the activities (e.g., publication of papers, presentations at the meetings, etc.).

No form of mingling can be accepted between scientific presentation and advertising in any form, commercial papers and/or without research/development contents will be rejected.

With an opportune Cover Letter all the authors have to sign the right obtained of clearance (from Government, company, private owners, e.g.) necessary to publish and present the research work, this should be obtained by author(s) before submitting the abstract. The Cover Letter (an example is available on line) should also include a declaration stating that animals sufferance in experiments, etc ... was avoided or at list limited.

The Cover Letter must be understood in their principles and after filled in and/or modified and finally signed in original and sent by standard mail.

Please contact ASAP the Organising Committee if you have questions about your Oral or Poster presentation.

Review Procedure

Of course only registered participant can be evaluate on fourth step of below procedure, we have not time to correct works from not-registered authors; after payment the step fourth start.

Submitting proposals is an easy but scheduled procedure, so please follow the following rules:

first: for the pre-submission inquiries, you must send to the Organisation the title of the proposed communication and 4-5 lines of abstract, in reply you will obtain some considerations or the rejection of the proposals. Please read first topics and sub topics. Through modern scientific data base it is easy to find proposal as the exact copy of already presented papers, they will be firmly rejected,

second: if not rejected in this first phase, you must send, by Email, a long abstract of your communication, following literally the rules, together with your photo and curricula and a preview of the above said Cover Letter,

third: your long abstract will be subjected to a pre-screening looking for correctness of the rules application, look and feel. Some minor revision could be suggested and you must re-sent back a new copy just in two days,

fourth: the long abstract will be reviewed for a scientific evaluation by one component of the Scientific Committee (or two if problems will rise). The eventual suggestions will be forwarded to you for modifications but you have a few days for this,

fifth: if your paper passes all the above processes/phases the presentation will be accepted and the title inserted in the opportune page together with the photo and curricula of the first author. At this step it will be also communicated if the communication is accepted in the oral or poster form. When the signed Cover Letter arrives by traditional mail, the paper will be considered for the insertion in the abstract book and the CD.

If accepted the communication will be listed in the final program. Unfortunately, we have no time to appeal process.

Presenters are kindly required to help us in the speeding up of the procedures with fast replies and accomplishment of corrections.

At any stage, the presenter can retire his work if he/she does not agree with suggestions. For privacy reasons the works will be immediately removed from the web site and from any other storage device with the policy "never stay here".

Presentation Policy

Each registered participant cannot present more than one talk and one poster with her/his name as first author. This policy of one plus one will be strictly enforced.

The only exception is all the opening lectures.

Anyway she/he may present additional talks or posters as co-author of another (registered) author.

Our policy tries to agree with Author(s) for switch an Oral to an Opening lecture and for plenary lectures. In previous editions, the authors have enjoyed for this.

Type of Communication

You can express a preference relating to the kind of presentation, but, as above stated, the Scientific Committee will evaluate it and will decide for one of the following: 1) Invited lecture that generally is organised in advance; 2) Oral, the Scientific Committee will try to satisfy your request; 3) Poster, the Scientific Committee will try to satisfy your request; 4) Virtual presentation with a slide show, with a limited number of PC we make a tentative to satisfy your request.

The Meeting program will be divided in different oral sessions, grouping researches on similar topics (i.e Cultural Heritage, Environment, Theoretical Chemometry). Each oral session will be innovative, synthesising fields of research, reflecting the state-of-the-art in the major subfields and in the thematic concerns of those fields.

Presenters should be prepared for the possibility that some proposed communications may be switched to/from poster and oral presentation following scheduled program

Deadline

The pre-submission deadline is 07 May 2020. The Deadline for oral-poster contributes submission is 14 May 2020 (compulsory and not modifiable). There is not a deadline for the hotel reservation but the number of rooms at special price is limited.

The Meeting registration deadline, reduced fee, is 01 March 2020, see the subscriptions web page.

You are encouraged to submit your "presubmission inquiries" very early before the registration. The titles will be inserted in the opportune web page waiting for the registration and the long abstract submission (follow the rules, please).

As in the previous editions we received strange requests, we would like to add other "presenter information": a) take into account that the Scientific Committee needs time for the peer review of the proposed communications, they will be considered ONLY after a regular registration that, obviously, CANNOT be done after the relative deadline (May 14), b) auditors can register at any time.

Long abstract submission

There are few rules to follow for the long abstract submission; please, read and follow them carefully:

· DO NOT send long abstract directly, read first the Review Procedure written above;

· read first Topics and Sub-Topics and the scope of the meeting in the opportune web page and control if your research is included (exceptionally the authors can suggest us a forgotten topic);

· state your preference in the presentation form (oral, poster or no preference) but be prepared to change if requested;

· read carefully the proposed Cover Letter with the requested declarations. The Cover Letter and the Long-Abstract will be evaluated in the pre-screening and sent back to you if some rules are not respected. The Cover Letter is requested in order to facilitate the editor of the proceeding book signing a similar cumulative declaration requested by the ISBN holder;

· prepare a small curriculum and a little but high quality digital photo to be inserted in our Talk and Poster web page;

· only on-line submitted long abstracts will be accepted, do not try other methods. If you will not receive confirmation in 48 hours contact the CMA4CH committee by this Email address. To send us your long abstract the correct format is MSword 97-2003 .DOC or any .RTF but we will read it by freeware MS WordViewer 2003. The users of Apple, Linux, Irix, Solaris can try to write a .RTF and we try to read it, ...we hope;

· the title of your long abstract will be inserted in the Talk and Poster page with an appropriate code (received, peer review, accepted, etc.). On this page you can find the status of your work;

· you MUST register for the meeting in order to make a presentation, but you can start the submission procedure before, we will put it in the Talk and Poster page as received, and we will wait for the registration;

· to prepare the long abstract you MUST use the abstract template (MSword 97 .doc template, 2 pages, ~100 KBytes). It is a template document compatible with MS Word from 97 to 2003 versions (and with LibreOffice). Template itself COINTAINS other rules, please follow them;

· the minimum length of the Long Abstract is 2 pages, the maximum length is 2 pages!

· in the long abstract, poster, presentation, and in the following publication (we hope), you must use ONLY the S.I. (Système International d'Unités) for unités and symboles. Reduce use of unstandard, cm-1 or inches or Atm or ... . For reference you can find documents and instructions on BIPM web site; 

· To give you an example you can see the two LongAbstract of the 2018 edition. Download the environmental example of LongAbstract or cultural heritage example (.pdf about 200KBytes). Look at the pagination, fonts, references, etc , the new 2020 template do not change more;

· a long abstract out-of-template-form will be returned to the sender after the first step of the “Review procedure”;

· accepted long abstract will be included in: 1) Proceedings Book, 2) Meeting CD, 3) Meeting web site (hidden for 1 year), so with the submission the authors accept the dissemination of these methods;

· the full text presentation and the electronic copy of the poster will be also included in the Meeting CD, with the submission the authors accept the dissemination of this methods. Exceptionally, the authors can obtain the non-inclusion of her/his poster and/or oral presentation in the Meeting CD, see below;

Authors can be asked to act as a referee of papers concerning her/his field of expertise and if already registered with an accepted paper. Be ready for this.

Please remember, we are chemists not congresses organisers, so you can help us to follow rules for Abstract, Poster, Subscribe, etc. If you do not understand these rules … in the news web page you can find some replies yet ready for you :-) 

We are going to write a tutorial for the best use of our Abstract Template, we hope you can find it useful.

Guide for Oral presenters

In order to create the CD "just on time", the presentations, in electronic format, must be delivered to the organisation on Sunday evening and not later. This is mandatory. A LAN will be available, outside the meeting hall, through which you could test your presentation, then it will be transferred in our Meeting notebook so being ready on time for your presentation.

The main rules are:

· Take into account our "speaking" policy you can speak in one of the Mediterranean languages (and Portuguese) but your slides MUST be in English with extensive axis labels in figures and tables captions; trying to highlight the key-concepts as to be clear (using any method) for that part of the audience who is not able to understand your language; a mimo course could be useful just a day before the conference!

· as CMA4CH is a digital meeting, electronic presentations are the preferred medium for the oral presentations. Many congressmen use Power Point to show slide but we accept HTML and .pdf format too. Be careful because we use the freeware viewer and not a full software, check in technical notes;

· the Author must provide to the Organising Committee an electronic copy (few Megabytes please) of the oral presentation to be included in the Meeting CD, (see the first paragraph). If your work is "under development" or "working in progress" or "to be patented" you can ask organisation for not-insertion in the meeting CD;

· the oral presentation duration is no shorter then 15 and no longer then 20 minutes, the lectures duration is 40 minutes;

· prepare small presentation, 2, 4 or 20 MBytes are sufficient to realise 20 minutes of slide show. Small files are easy to store in the Meeting CD;

· use fonts and charts enough large to be read from at least 15-20 meters using a inexpensive LCD projector;

· please add, if possible, in the head or foot of any slide this line " CMA4CH 2020, measurements, diagnostics, statistics in Environment and Cultural Heritage fields, 8th ed., Rome, Italy, 12-14 July 2020", with very small font;

· if your presentation is a 24x36 slides collection or a VHS tape or Video8 or VideoDVD or holography and similar one please contact the organisation to convert it in files suitable to be stored in the meeting CD (and also to prepare the show instruments). Addition fee could be applied for the conversion;

· excluding the “Materials and Methods” section, citation of brand, manufacturer logos, company name related to evident advertisements are not allowed, (as signed by you in the Cover Letter!).

Please contact the Organising Committee directly if you have questions about your presentation.

At the meeting you will find a XGA computer connected to LCD projector, probably a gray lavagna. The notebook available in the Conference room for the presentation cannot be used to insert/modify your communication.

As already said, presentations can be controlled in a computer located outside the meeting room and consequently transferred to the presentation’s notebook trough a small LAN constructed for this purpose. We can read common USB Memory Stick, CD-R, CD-RW, DVD and some picture memory cards.

The LCD projector has XGA resolution (1024x768 pixels, 24 bit colour), the presenter must take this into account when he/she prepare his/her presentation.

In the technical notes section you can find the availability of freeware VIEWER (not the full versions). Check your presentation on this page before.

Guide for poster presenters

In order to create the CD "just on time", the posters, in electronic format, must be delivered to the organisation up to Sunday evening and not later. This is mandatory. A small addition fee is required if your presentation is on-paper and if you want that it will be included in Meeting CD.

All posters must be hanged up on Monday morning and they will remain until Wednesday afternoon.

There are few rules for the poster preparation:

· the Author must provide an electronic copy (few of Megabytes please) of the poster presentation to the Organising Committee to be included in Meeting CD, see the first paragraph. If your work is in "under development" or "working in progress" or "to be patented" you can ask to the organisation for the not-insertion in the meeting CD;

· the poster must be up to B1 paper format, if you need more information on ISO 216 or standard ISO paper please read the related links on the apposite web page, they contain also few advise on the preparation/realisation of the scientific poster;

· please, make a small single file. We suppose from 2 up to 20 MBytes are sufficient to do a B1 poster. Small files are easy to store in the Meeting CD;

· the accepted electronic formats are only .ppt and .pdf. Please check your work by the freeware reader available in the technical notes web page; 

· minimum and maximum dimension for poster is B1 standard. Do not exceed this format as we have scissors and shears on the meeting table!

· it is expected the presence of at least one of the authors of the poster at the scheduled session;

· we suggest to divide your poster in the following sections: Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results and Discussions, Conclusions, few References;

· the page layout is free, so you can write in two or three columns, use flag and box and so on. In the upper lines of the poster there will be Title, First author and co-authors, Affiliations. Please add, at the foot of the poster, this line "CMA4CH 2020, measurements, diagnostics, statistics in Environment and Cultural Heritage fields, 8th ed., Rome, Italy, 12-14 July 2020", with very small font, if possible;

· your poster must be readable from 2 meters, so we suggest a minimum 20-24 pt font size for all the text., keep the text to a minimum and privilege the use of tables and graphics, use simple backgrounds, use pastel colours, do not distract from the message with logos-effects;

· excluding the “Materials and Methods” section, citation of brand, manufacturer logos, company name related to evident advertisements are not allowed, (as you signed in the Cover Letter!).

YOU are responsible for the setup and the take-down of your poster, if possible, provide few reduced copies (A4) of the poster and your card, provide an envelope where people can leave their cards/queries for further information (on the desk you find bullets, scotch, and more).

Guide for virtual presentations

For first time we make a tentative to permit the participation of authors with low research founds. For this we establish 3 (three) virtual presentations. 

The virtual presentation consist in a slide show running for not more then 25 minutes in one of our computer connected with a 21 inch lcd monitor.

In order to create the CD "just on time", your virtual presentation MUST be submitted to the organisation in the week before the meeting, not after the Saturday of June 09. This is mandatory.

All virtual presentations must be checked with one of your PC devote to slide-show, so we need almost one week before to give us time to ask authors for a modify is problems rising.

The slide show run for all of the day of poster presentation, and chairman of poster session suggest to the audience to read accurately. There are rules for virtual presentation (but here you can find a .ZIP with all rules inside):

· the slide show must be in one of the format accepted, please understand that this is a tentative to permit participation to scientist with small found not a display of your ability in TV movie;

· check, test, end check more your presentation with one of the suggested software (we suggest PowerPointViewer 2010 running on Windows 7);

· the virtual presentation stay in web site, on proceeding book and compete for one prizes and participate in the subsequent publication in a scientific journal

Guide for Chairman

Our policy is to select Session Chairman between Authors of considerable expertise on the topic (we will do a choice on June). The contribution of the Session Chairman to the organisation of the Meeting is fundamental. The following guideline must be followed in order to simplify and improve the Meeting program:

· before his/her oral session starts, the Chairman must look for the presence of the speakers. The Chairman is strongly suggested to read first the abstracts of their sessions in order to prepare for each speaker a very short presentation and some final questions!

· at the beginning of the Session, the Chairman must welcome the audience and the speakers, he/she also have to provide a brief (max 2 minutes) introduction summarising the theme and objectives of the session;

· the Chairman must control that speakers respect the scheduled time (this is critical) to not in order to not cause damage to the last speaker. Before each talk the chairman will introduce the speaker and his/her work (max 2 minutes);

· at the end of each talk the Chairman must begin the discussion. If no questions comes from the audience the Chairman will use one of the already prepared queries.

It is not required that the Chairman controls the efficiency of hardware and software, this is done by organising staff.

Guide for Referees

As regard the refereeing system, the Meeting policy is: when the paper passes the first two steps (pre-submission inquiries and pre-screening of the abstract) referees have to write a lot of suggestions for the Authors in order to improve the work quality or to clarify the presented data, cut-away the paper should be avoided if not really necessary (but see the next last point).

The rules for Referees are only three:

· Firstly, spend time to read and re-read the paper to produce the best scientific suggestions to author(s);

· secondly, the aim is to obtain a high quality of the meeting communications through corrections, suggestions, queries to the authors. Free your mind from personal opinions that can preclude the exposition of innovative ideas;

· finally, suggest the rejection of the presented work if the referee thinks the authors are not able to make further revisions or the paper is an exact copy of already published paper/patent.

Unfortunately, lots of abstracts come very closed to the deadline so, with the previous experience, we kindly ask the Referee to reply very quickly, no more than one-two day so that the organisation can send back to Authors their suggestions and obtain the final form on time to print the abstract book. 

Copyright

If your Contribution incorporates any material from other parties (logos, definitions, names, molecules, brand or similar under copyright), you will procure at your expense, prior to the date of delivery, the permission by each copyright holder.

This permission must be retained perpetually by the authors. The CMA4CH meeting organisation is not responsible for Copyright infringement made by authors. The first author of the presented work must sign a Cover Letter with the opportune declarations. If the paper is accepted the Cover Letter must be signed in original and sent by standard mail.

Be careful the value for copyright infringement and copyright claim must be impute to authors only.

Post meeting publication

A selection of works presented in the previous Nemi edition of the Meeting was published in the famous Microchemical Journal, April 2008 issue. For the Ventotene edition a selection of the works presented was published on the international journal Current Analytical Chemistry, January 2010. A selection of works presented in Taormina edition was published on Chemistry Central Journal. Also the Rome 2012 edition was published on Chemistry Central Journal. The works from 2014 edition are published in Environmental Science Pollution Research journal. The works presented at 2016 edition are published on Environmental Science Pollution Research journal.

For this edition we are looking for an agreement with an international journal to publish a selection of works presented in the 2020 edition.

Inexpensive course for novices on chemometry 

In the days 13, 14, 15 July 2020, parallel with the Meeting, is established a course on multivariate analysis for novice with three of the major chemometricians of the world, fortunately my friends.
